As previously reported by
Mike Higgins in the lagtonvector
the board adopted a policy that
will permit the rental of the Super
Cub by members who are
gualified. | wanted to expand a bit
on background that led us this
decision and the intent going
forward.

As | understand it, there was a similanposal a couple of years ago that did not move forward.
This time around we looked at not only the benefits to the club members that might rent the Cub, but
also thepros and cons for the club as a whdlée found that, if setup correctly, the benefits far
outweigh the negativesThe benefits include:

Costs. As Mike previously mentioned, we incur fixed cost in ownership of the Cub. Costs like
the annual inspectiorinsurance and recovering These costs are diluted by the number of flight hours
we use the Cub. The more we use the Cub, the lower the costs per flight hour and therefore the lower
the tow costs.For example, based on 1a&tS kutili2ation (40 hrg the Cub costs over $0/ hr to
operateor about $40 per tow If wecan increase the utilizatiolo about100hrs per yeawe can
reduce the cost to aroundd®/hr or just $0 per tow.

Pilot proficiency. It is hoped that making the Cub available datified tow pilots to fly will
improve their proficiency if they fly more hours.

Membership. Since rental of the Cub requires Club membership, we have created a new
membership interesand a new source ahembers Tailvheelairplanes are not readilgvailable as
rentals and v have already had interest from some pilots to join MASA to be able to fly the Cub.

Tow Pilot staff.The side benefit to this is that we have also created a source of new tow pilots.

Paramount to the general membershiptihe continuel availability of the Cub ingtprimary role
as a backup or second tow plane. Carefully crafted restrictions on the rental use wifpleenented to
ensure that the GbQ primary role as a tow plane is fulfilled. It is intended that the Wilitbe required
to be on the ground for the start of daily tow operations (at whichever site it is located) and any use
during normal tow hours will be limited to the immediate area so that it may be recalledi@ & Sy & Q&
notice.Use weekdays and evenmgrhen there are no tow operations will be less restrictive,vaillt
still ensure the return of the Cub before tow operations.
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
